Assessment Camp for Children with Special Needs under National Institute for 

Empowerment of Persons with Multiple Disabilities (Divyangjan), Secunderabad has been 

organized by 28th Andhra Battalion, Kurnool Grp Hq at Silver Jubilee Govt. College (A), 

Kurnool on 4th & 5th July 2022.  



1. Identification and collection of documents for various schemes and client services. A 

parent training program was conducted with 45 parents.  

2. Services of  psychology, special education, physiotherapy, occupational therapy, 

Orientation and mobility, early intervention, referral services were provided to the 

beneficiaries on need basis 

An identification camp for persons with disabilities was conducted at silver jubilee college 

B camp Kurnool on 4th of July 2022. The program was conducted by TASA headquarters 

in collaboration with NIEPID Secunderabad and CRC Nellore with the team of early 

interventionists is physiotherapist, occupational therapy special educator, psychologist, 

orientation and mobility Instructor and Rehabilitation officer. A total of 222 beneficiaries 

are registered in the camp. The programme was initiated by a parent training programme 

for 45 parents. The team has collected necessary documents for enrollment in to various 

schemes of Ministry Of Social justice and empowerment namely ADIP scheme, UDID card, 

Ayushman Bharat health card, NCS card (National career services). Awareness was also 

created on  Kiran helpline and toll free number for information and  counselling services. 

Therapeutic psychology special education orientation and mobility services work provided 

on  need basis. A total of 52 children with intellectual Disability are registered for issue of 

TLM kit ( teaching and learning material kit) 

On the second day, a total of 334 beneficiaries are registered in the camp. Over all 556 

beneficiaries are registered in the camp.  

NCC Authorities and the Doctors have extended their gratitude to the College Principal 

Dr.V.V.S. Kumar for giving permission for the smooth conduct of the Programme in these
